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Overview

Standing Joint Force Headquarters Homeland Security (JFHQ-HLS), is the Homeland Security component of U.S. Northern Command, coordinating the land and maritime defense of the continental United States, and military assistance to civil authorities. JFHQ-HLS is headquartered in Norfolk Va.

JFHQ-HLS plans and integrates the full spectrum of Civil Support and Homeland Defense support to Lead Federal Agencies, such as the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), the Department of Justice (DoJ) and the Department of Transportation (DoT). Prevention, crisis response and consequence management are capabilities included within that spectrum of support. 

In coordination with other federal, state, and local agencies, the standing JFHQ-HLS is constantly evaluating events and locations throughout the United States for their potential as a terrorist target and their potential vulnerability.  JFHQ-HLS provides situational awareness to military commands and civilian agencies throughout the U.S. to aid in their homeland security awareness and planning.

The standing JFHQ-HLS organization is authorized 133 personnel who oversee the planning, organization, and execution of responsibilities towards homeland defense and military assistance to civil authorities.  The standing JFHQ-HLS team is currently comprised of personnel from the United States Army, Navy, Air Force, Marines, and United States Coast Guard.

Joint Task Force Civil Support (JTF-CS) reports directly to the Standing JFHQ-HLS on all matters pertaining to military support to civil authorities responding to a Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD) event in a community.  Such Title 10 active duty military support would be focused on consequence management and would be provided in support of a lead federal agency charged with responding to the WMD event.  JTF-CS is located in Hampton Roads at Fort Monroe.

Joint Task Force Six (JTF-6), headquartered at Biggs Army Airfield, Fort Bliss TX, is the standing JFHQ-HLS component that provides Department of Defense counter-drug support to federal, regional, state, and local law enforcement agencies throughout the continental United States.

Terminology

Homeland Security is the preparation for, prevention of, deterrence of, preemption of, defense against, and response to threats and aggression directed towards U.S. territory, sovereignty, domestic population, and infrastructure; as well as crisis management, consequence management, and other domestic civil support.  Also called HLS.
Homeland Defense is the protection of U.S. territory, sovereignty, domestic population, and critical infrastructure against external threats and aggression.  Also called HLD.

Civil Support is the Department of Defense’s support to U.S. civil authorities for domestic emergencies, and for designated law enforcement and other activities.   Also called CS.  

Crisis management refers to those actions you take before or during an attack or incident, with the goal of preventing or mitigating an event.  

Consequence management involves those actions you take after an attack or incident occurs.  The goals revolve around saving lives and restoring essential services.

Mission:

Standing Joint Forces Headquarters-Homeland Security (JFHQ-HLS) plans and conducts land and maritime military operations and provides Military Assistance to Civilian Authorities (MACA) in order to protect and defend the United States of America.
