States Code.24
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(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)1

SEC. 8015. Funds appropriated in title III of this Act2

for the Department of Defense Pilot Mentor-Protege Pro-3

gram may be transferred to any other appropriation con-4

tained in this Act solely for the purpose of implementing5

a Mentor-Protege Program developmental assistance agree-6

ment pursuant to section 831 of the National Defense Au-7

thorization Act for Fiscal Year 1991 (Public Law 101–510;8

10 U.S.C. 2301 note), as amended, under the authority of9

this provision or any other transfer authority contained in10

this Act.11

SEC. 8016. None of the funds in this Act may be avail-12

able for the purchase by the Department of Defense (and13
