In the absence of the Commanding General, and the Deputy Commander, Operations, assumes command of USARSO   
 
Exercises supervision of all force support and related functional areas, (i.e, personnel, transportation, maintenance, 
ammunition, etc)  
 
Exercises requisite authority for all functional areas related to force support and Review and Analysis briefings   
 
Presides over meetings of the Program Budget Advisory Committee 
 
Provides supervisory oversight and rates the United States Army Garrison Commander  
 
Oversees the development and implementation of the ammunition supply point receipt and issue standing operation procedure 
 
Oversees employment of adequate combat support and combat services support forces for USARSO exercises support
